In 17" century England, these guilds began accepting
honorary members, men of learning and position.

As “accepted Masons,” they
eventually grew into a separate organization called
Freemasonry, a moral and ethical society that taught the
importance of education in freeing mankind from prejudice,
superstition and social injustice.

Masons continue to use the simple tools of the ancient

stonemasons — the square and the compass, the trowel, plumb
and level — as symbols to teach their ideals. A Mason is oath-
bound to build his life and character with the same care and
precision that stonemasons used to construct the cathedrals
and temples centuries ago.
